Description of full and short questionnaires

In large surveys, additional efforts must be made to protect and improve data quality. We propose the use of two types of questionnaires in order to reduce data quality issues stemming from interviewer and respondent fatigue. The two types of questionnaires can be described as follows:
(a) a full questionnaire as adapted by the KDHS Technical Working Group and
(b) a short questionnaire comprised of a subset of key indicators pulled from the full questionnaire.

There will be a full and a short version of each questionnaire: the household, the women’s, and the men’s.

The full questionnaires will be administered to 1/3 of households (N=13,419); the short questionnaires will be administered to the remaining 2/3 of households (N=26,881). It is important to note: the key indicator questions comprising the short questionnaires are actually asked in the total 40,300 households since the short questionnaires are a subset of the full questionnaires.

Key indicators collected in both the full and the short questionnaires will be estimated at the national, rural/urban, regional, and county level. Other indicators collected only in the full questionnaires will be estimated at the national, rural/urban, and regional levels (some county level estimates can also be calculated here but with large confidence intervals).

The full/short questionnaire approach was proposed and well-received at the 9/23 Technical Working Group and 9/25 Steering Committee meeting.

[bookmark: _GoBack]This document is intended to illustrate the indicators that can be estimated with precision at the county level from data collected in both the full and the short questionnaires. A summary list of the key indicators organized by major topic area is presented first while Annex 1 includes more detail on the key indicator tabulations that may be produced at the county level. The list points out indicators of importance to the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) and the United Nations General Assembly Special Session (UNGASS).
